Fees and Charges — 2019/20
Introduction

Each January a set of fees and charges for the coming year are proposed. These are then examined by Overview and Scrutiny Committees as
part of the consultation on the budget before being agreed.

This document sets out the draft fees and charges that have now been proposed for 2018/19. They incorporate an uplift in line with the Council’s
new charging policy on many services although some have been frozen. The need to avoid odd pence means that not all charges are increased
whilst others are increased by a larger percentage. The proposals also take account all relevant income-related savings.

The Council’'s Charging Policy for ‘chargeable services’ is in line with Government guidance and based on full cost recovery. This means that the
maximum charge to the individual is based on the cost incurred by the Council of providing a service.

Adult Social Care

Councils have the power to set charges for community-based adult social care services. Over recent weeks there has been consultation with
service users and other interested parties over the proposal to set charges for 2019-20 at a level to ensure full cost recovery. Following the
consultation, the charges below have been increased to allow for an inflationary increase in costs next year mainly resulting from the increase in
the National Living Wage together with a uniform administrative charge for community services of 7.5% to cover the Council’s internal costs of
making service available such as commissioning and procurement, quality assurance and paying providers.

It is important to emphasise that all service users are entitled to a financial assessment to determine their ability to pay, in accordance with
national guidelines. As a result, the majority of service users (around 84%) will be unaffected by the above-inflation increase in charges below.
The remaining service users who can afford to pay more will pay the full cost charges set out below.

In previous years, there has been an annual brokerage charge of £260 per year to those paying the full cost charge. This was a flat annual
amount regardless of the amount of care someone required. This brokerage charge has now been discontinued and incorporated into the 7.5%
administrative charge so that it relates more closely to the amount of care that an individual receives. The discontinuance of the brokerage
charge will therefore offset part of the impact of the increased charges below.

Paragraph 6(1) of Schedule 1 to the Act requires that an application must be
accompanied by a fee set by the authority. The Scrap Metal Dealers Act 2013
introduced two licence types, a Site Licence and a Collectors Licence; and placed
the responsibility for the issue and renewal of such licences with the local
authority. The local authority has a duty not to issue or renew a licence unless it is
satisfied that the applicant is a suitable person to carry on business as a scrap
metal dealer. Licences are issued for a 3 year term.

Note 1 — Trading Standards

S 11(4) Statutory duty

Any person requiring any equipment to which this section applies to be passed [by an inspector] as fit for use for trade shall submit the
equipment, in such manner as the local weights and measures authority may direct, to [the inspector] who (subject to the provisions of
this Act and of any regulations under section 15 below) shall—

(@) test the equipment by means of such local or working standards and testing equipment as he considers appropriate or, subject
to any conditions which may be prescribed, by means of other equipment which has already been tested and which the inspector
considers suitable for the purpose,

(b) if the equipment submitted falls within the prescribed limits of error and by virtue of subsection (10) below is not required to be
stamped as mentioned in paragraph (c) of this subsection, give to the person submitting it a statement in writing to the effect that it is
passed as fit for use for trade, and

(c) Except as otherwise expressly provided by or under this Act, cause it to be stamped with the prescribed stamp.

S11(5) Fee not prescribed

(5)  There shall be charged in respect of any test carried out under subsection (4) above such reasonable fees as the local weights
and measures authority may determine.

Note 2 — Pre Application Planning Advice

Category A

Major development proposals includes provision of 10 or more residential units, residential development on a site of more than 0.5
hectares, creation or change of use of over 1000 m? of commercial floor space, non-residential development on a site of more than
1 hectare.
