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1 Introduction

1.1 LUC was appointed in August 2019, by the London Borough of Bexley (LBB), to undertake a
partial review of Bexley’s Sites of Importance for Nature Conservation (SINC). This comprised
habitat surveys and a review of sites within the borough (hereafter referred to as ‘the sites’)
including;

e New sites adjoining existing SINCs currently without SINC status, which may meet designation
criteria;

e Existing SINCs which may have changed in condition to such an extent that the current
designation for all or part of the site may not be appropriate; and

e Potential new SINCs where sites may meet designation criteria.

1.2 Bexley currently has 60 designated SINCs and 14 Strategic Green Wildlife Corridors. The Council
commissioned the London Wildlife Trust (LWT) to undertake a full review of all designated SINCs
within the borough in 2013, which included on-site surveys. The Council carried out a six-week
consultation of the draft SINC review between January and February 2014, and adopted the final
Bexley SINC Report in December 2016.

1.3 The Council is currently in the process of undertaking a review of its Local Plan to replace the
Bexley Unitary Development Plan, proposals map 2004 and the Core Strategy 2013. In February
2019, the Council undertook a seven week public consultation on its Regulation 18 stage new
Local Plan, preferred approaches to planning policies and land use designations. The consultation
also provided an opportunity for land-owners and interested parties to provide comments and
request changes to Bexley’s existing SINC network. As a result of this process, 14 existing or
potential SINCs require assessment within this partial SINC review, these are listed below:

e 1: Land at Former Borax Works

e 2: Veridion Park Industrial Estate

e 3: Greenfield Land adjacent to Crayford Rough

e 4: Stoneham Park, Medway Road

e 5a: Land at Tile Kiln Lane

e 5b: Land at Dartford Road

e 5c: Land between Dartford Road and Tile Kiln Lane
e 5d: Land South of Vicarage Road and Tile Kiln Lane
e 6: Southern Gas Network Belvedere Holders Station
e 7: Land to the North of the River Cray

e 8: Land at Jubilee Way

e 9: Erith Quarry SINC

e 10a: Urban Open Spaces at Whitehall Lane

e 10b: Urban Open Spaces at Howbury Lane

e 10c: Urban Open Spaces at Lincon Close

e 11: Former Allotments at Howbury Lane

e 12: Edendale Road (Cheviot Close and Venners Close), Barnehurst
e 13: Our Lady of the Angels Church Woodland

e 14: Rail Corridor and Sandbank between Fraser/Bexley Rd, Bronze Age Way and Sandcliffe Rd
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1.4 The Council now need to consider the nature conservation value of the 14 sites prior to

determining an appropriate land use designation within the emerging new Local Plan. This partial
SINC review will be considered by the Council alongside other relevant evidence and advice. The
Council will then produce a schedule of proposed SINCs or changes to SINCs and approve the
Borough’s SINCs using appropriate internal processes. The approved SINCs will then be published

as an update to the SINC Report 2016. This partial SINC review will also inform the final Green
Infrastructure Study (LUC, 2019).
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2 Methodology

Site Selection

2.1 The following sites were selected by the Council for assessment, as discussed above in the
introduction. The specific reasoning for inclusion of each site within the review is detailed below:

Desk Study

2.2 To provide additional background and to highlight likely features or species groups of interest, a
study of available biological records was undertaken within a 50m radius from each site. This
included statutory and non-statutory sites and existing records of protected! and/or notable?
species of relevance to the site. The following resources were used:

e Biological records provided by Greenspace Information for Greater London;
e Previous ecological reporting conducted by third parties (where applicable);
e Bexley SINC Report (December 2016);

e Multi-Agency Geographical Information for the Countryside (MAGIC);

e Ordnance Survey (OS) mapping; and

e Aerial photography.

2.3 Full biological records for each site are provided in Appendix A. The absence of a species from
biological records cannot be taken to represent actual absence. Species distribution patterns
should be interpreted with caution as they may reflect survey/reporting effort rather than actual
distribution.

2.4 LUC are currently producing a Green Infrastructure Study (LUC, 2019) for the Borough and as
part of this process have conducted Open Space surveys and assessments. The Open Space
surveys and assessments have been reviewed as part of the desk study to ensure they are in line
with the recommendations of this report.

2.5 A number of the above sites are currently subject to planning consent or active planning

applications. Whilst this assessment considers ecological baseline information associated with
these applications, it is based on the habitats and condition of habitats recorded during the
survey, in line with the survey methods detailed below, and does not consider any future use of

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the site, nor potential avoidance, enhancements or mitigation measures proposed as part of any
site specific application.

Survey

2.6 The surveys comprised a rapid form of Phase 1 Habitat Survey in accordance with JNCC
methodology. This included mapping the sites broad constituent habitats. Detailed target notes
were taken for notable habitats only. Where notable habitats were found plant species were
recorded and assessment of the frequency of each species was given using the DAFOR scale. Rare
and notable species or features of interest were also recorded within the target notes.

2.7 Surveys were conducted by Amy Coleman BSc ACIEEM, Mungo Nash BSc GradCIEEM and Dara
Dunlop BSc over multiple visits in September 2019, and one site surveyed in early October 2019.

2.8 The sites were also subject to an assessment using the GLA Open Space and Habitat Survey
Methodology, adopted in the Mayor’s Biodiversity Strategy, 20023, updated in 20044, and then
again within Appendix 5 of the London Environment Strategy, 20185. This methodology comprises
part of a process also adopted in the Mayor’s Biodiversity Strategy, 2002, then in the London
Environment Strategy, 2018, and subsequently updated in an Advice Note developed by the
London Wildlife Sites Board (LWSB), 20198, by which London Boroughs should select and approve
SINCs. This process was specifically designed to enable the identification of SINCs, including the
criteria summarised in Table 2.2 below.

The best examples of each major habitat type are selected. These include typical urban
habitats such as abandoned land colonised by nature. Where a habitat is not extensive
in the search area it will be appropriate to conserve all or most of it, whereas where it is
more extensive a smaller percentage will be conserved.”

Representation

The presence of a rare habitat makes a site important, because the loss of, or damage

Habitat Rarity to, only a few sites threatens the survival of the habitat in the search area.

The presence of a rare species makes the site important in a way that parallels rare

Species Rarity habitat

Protecting a site with a rich selection of habitat types not only conserves those habitats,
but also the wide range of organisms that live within them and the species that require
more than one habitat type for their survival. Rich sites also afford more opportunities
for enjoyment and educational use.

Habitat Richness

Generally sites that are species rich are preferred, as this permits the conservation of a
Species Richness | correspondingly large number of species (however, some habitats such as reed beds,
heaths and acid woodlands, are intrinsically relatively species poor).

Large sites are generally more important than small sites. They may allow for species
with special area requirements. Larger sites may be less vulnerable to small scale
Size disturbance, as recovery is sometimes possible from the undisturbed remainder. They
are more able to withstand visitors. Size is also related to the richness of habitat and
species.

Some sites are important because they hold a large proportion of the population of a
species for the search area.

Some sites have valuable ecological characteristics derived from long periods of
traditional management, or even continuity in time to woodlands and wetlands that
occupied before agriculture. Ancient woodlands, old parkland trees and traditionally
managed grasslands tend to have typical species that are rare elsewhere. These
habitats deserve protection also because of the ease with which they are damaged by
changes in management.

The more difficult it is to recreate a sites habitat the more important it is to retain it.
(Ponds can be created from scratch within a few years — whereas woodlands take
decades). Certain habitats cannot be recreated because of practical reasons such as
land availability and cost.

Features such as canals, walls, bridges, railway sidings colonised by nature often have a
juxtaposition of artificial and wild features. Some of these habitats are particularly rich
in species / have rare species / communities. Particular physical or chemical substrates
may allow rare species to thrive. They may also have particular visual qualities.

Sites such as historic gardens with semi-wild areas, garden suburbs, churchyards which
have reverted to the wild may have a unique blend of cultural and natural history.

Regarding areas of deficiency.

An important consideration — especially in areas where there are limited opportunities

for large urban populations to enjoy the natural world. Some access is desirable to all

but the most sensitive sites, but direct physical access to all parts of a site may not be
desirable.

The current use of the site, relating to how the site is used by people e.g. education,
research, or quiet enjoyment of nature.

Where a site can be enhanced given modest changes in management practices gives it
value. Opportunity exists where a site is likely to become available for nature
conservation use, or where there is local enthusiasm.

Factors which contribute to the enjoyment of the experience of visiting a site -
seclusion/views/variety of landscape etc.

Given the subjective nature of the GLA assessment methodology and criteria, field based
assessments were also based on the professional judgement of experienced ecologists.

Following completion of the surveys, a workshop was held with the Project Director, David Green
MCIEEM, to develop recommendations and ensure consistency during the assessment.

Mapping showing ‘Ecological Constraints and Opportunities’ is presented alongside the partial
SINC review recommendations. The mapping has been colour coded to show ecological value of
habitats within the site, and identifies potential of these habitats to support protected species.
These have been assigned as high potential (green), medium potential (orange) and low potential

(red).

Assessment Limitations

Surveys were undertaken at a suitable, but sub-optimal, time of year for habitat survey and
vegetation identification. However, this was not considered to pose a significant constraint, as
GLA methodology requires classification of habitats, which can be achieved with a high degree of
confidence in September.

Direct access was not available for site 7. The desk study identified hardstanding and building
habitats on site. These habitats were easily identified from aerial imagery and are of negligible

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ecological potential. Furthermore, previous ecological reporting for this site was made available,
which was used to inform the assessment. Given the high confidence in the information provided
through the desk study, it is considered valid and robust to inform the assessment.

The Site is also of interest to invertebrates.

Representation

Habitats on site comprised open mosaic habitat on previously developed land which is a priority habitat designated
under NERC Act Section 41. This habitat is valued for its potential to support a number of declining bird species,
reptiles and assemblages of rare invertebrates. It should be noted that open mosaic habitat is ephemeral in nature
and if poorly managed will often succeed to scrub and a reduction in suitability for these species.

The survey found minimal existing scrub encroachment and recorded a relatively species-rich assemblage of plants.
The habitat was considered a notable example within the borough and meets the conditions of these assessment
criteria in being of SINC status.

Habitat Rarity

The site supports open mosaic habitat on previously developed land which is a priority habitat of principle
importance.

Species Rarity

The site supports dittander, a nationally scarce plant species, within the boundary ditch to the south west of the site.

Previous ecological work across the site identified notable species within the site, these include:

* A wide assemblage of invertebrates including 42 Nationally Scarce insects, seven of which are also Red
Data Book. The site also supports 59 species of local occurrence;

e Water vole within the northern boundary ditch;

e common and widespread reptiles, including grass snake; and

e a number of declining bird species including Cetti’s warbler and reed warbler.

Habitats on site remain suitable to support the species above and these were potentially present on site during the
survey (not not noted by the surveyor).

Habitats on site are also suitable to support notable species associated with the adjacent nature reserve, and likely
acts as supporting habitat for these species.
Habitat Richness

The site comprised entirely of open mosaic habitats on previously developed land bounded by wet ditches. No other
habitats were recorded on site.

Partial Review of Sites of Importance for Nature 14 January 2020
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Species Richness

The site supports open mosaic habitats on previously developed land and wet ditch habitats. These habitats typically
support a rich diversity of species across a wide taxa.

Size

The site area totals 2.55ha of high value open mosaic habitats on previously developed land and wet ditch habitats.

Important Populations of Species

Previous ecological reporting across the site found populations of water vole and sky lark within the site. Habitats on
site remain suitable to support populations of these species and it is likely that they will continue to use the site in
the future.

Ancient Character

This criteria is not relevant to the site.

Recreatability

Open mosaic habitat is ephemeral habitat which can be recreated with relative ease, but is dependent on the
availability of similarly nutrient poor soils.

Typical Urban Character

The site has former industrial use as a borax works, now demolished. A nutrient poor substrate supports open
mosaic habitats.

Cultural or Historic Character

This criteria is not relevant to the site.

Geographic Position

The site is adjacent to the Crossness Nature Reserve, Erith Marshes Metropolitan SINC and Belvedere Dykes Borough
Grade Il SINC, each of which support nature conservation importance and support high value habitats.

The site likely contributes towards the maintenance of ecological connectivity across and between these habitats,
and in particular the wet ditches which provide ecological movement corridors for a range of species.
Access

The site is privately owned and has no public access. An access road to the adjacent Crossness Nature Reserve
bisects the site.

Given the documented use of the site by notable nesting birds (and the sensitivity of these species with regards to
disturbance) the current restricted access is considered likely to be of benefit to the ecology specific to the site.
Use

The site is Previously Developed Land (PDL). It is a vacant site, with outline planning consent for the construction of
a data centre (use class B8), substation, formation of new access, car parking and landscaping.

The site has no established nature conservation use for people.The Site Given the adjacency of the site to the
Crossness Nature Reserve site, species using the site may be viewed from afar and valued by local bird watchers.
Potential

Appropriate management of scrub would limit succession and potentially improve habitat and species diversity.

Aesthetic Appeal

The site provides pleasant views across the adjacent nature reserve, however is situated within an industrial
landscape which limits aesthetic appeal to local residents.

SINC Conclusion

The ditches that bound the site (part of the Erith Marshes Metropolitan SINC) are of Metropolitan SINC
quality and should remain within the designation (shown as blue hatching). These habitats provide
connectivity within the wider Erith Marshes Metropolitan SINC and the Crossness Nature Reserve, and likely
contribute towards the favourable status of these sites.

The centre of the site is considered a notable example of open mosaic on previously developed land within the
borough, which is a habitat of principle importance. The site is used by a wide range of species, many of which are
of notable status in London. Habitats within the centre of the site are of Borough Grade Il SINC quality are
recommended for Borough Grade Il SINC designation (shown as yellow hatching).

Ecological Constraints and Opportunities
The entire site comprises high value habitats (shown as green), these include:

e Open mosaic habitat on previously developed land which has potential to support breeding populations of
declining bird species (including ground nesting birds), reptiles and notable invertebrates; and
¢ Wet ditch habitats around the periphery of the site which have potential to support rare botanical communities

associated with salt marsh (such as dittander), water vole and reptiles (including commuting grass snake
through the wet ditch habitat)

However, it should be noted that open mosaic habitat is ephemeral in nature, and without proper management it
will be lost to succession. To maintain the favourable status of the site appropriate management is required to
ensure the current value is maintained. This is particularly important for the continued viability of the site for
notable brownfield invertebrates, reptiles, water vole and ground nesting birds, which likely benefit from the open
space and lack of disturbance. Due to the sensitivity of the habitats on site, future public access should remain
restricted to prevent disturbance to the range of notable plant and animal populations that this site is likely to
contribute towards maintaining and supporting.

SINC Survey Criteria

Representation

The site is bisected by two ditches which are part of the Erith Marshes SINC designation, these support reedbed
vegetation, a UKBAP priority habitat. The central ditch was in good condition with a high coverage of reed. The ditch
to the east was subject to scrub encroachment and was of lower ecological value than the central ditch.

Grassland to the west of the site comprised a mosaic of semi-improved neutral grassland and wet grassland.
Grassland supported abundant meadow barley, typical of Thames-side grazing marshes and indicative of habitat
found within the adjacent Erith Marshes SINC.

Habitat Rarity

The site supports reedbed habitat and Thames grazing marsh. These habitats are of principle importance.

Species Rarity

Habitats on site function as supporting habitat for the adjacent Erith Marshes SINC and many of the fauna for which
the SINC is designated, including:

¢ Notable species of breeding and wintering birds;
e Water vole within wet ditch / reedbed habitat; and
e Common and widespread reptiles.

Habitat Richness

The site includes reedbed, wet grassland, species rich semi-improved neutral grassland and dense scrub habitats.
The interface between wetland and open grassland habitats creates a rich matrix of ecological niche.

Species Richness

The rich diversity of habitats supports a rich diversity of flora and fauna, across a range of taxa. Grassland to the
west was noted as relatively species rich.

A flock (approximately 40 individuals) of linnet was noted using the site.

Size
The site is 15.34ha and given that the site supports a rich diversity of habitats this is considered notable.

Important Populations of Species
The Erith Marshes SINC supports a regionally important population of water vole.

Open habitats on site are of benefit to declining species of ground nesting birds, which have recently been recorded
within the site.

Ancient Character

This criteria is not relevant to the site.

Recreatability
The site supports wetland habitats which are difficult to recreate.

Typical Urban Character
This criteria is not relevant to the site.

Cultural or Historic Character
This criteria is not relevant to the site.

Geographic Position

The site is situated between two SINCs, Southmere Park & Yarnton Way/Viridion Way and Erith Marshes Metropolitan
SINC. The site likely contributes towards the maintenance of ecological connectivity across and between these
habitats and SINCs.

Access
The site has no public access. Lack of access is of benefit to declining ground nesting birds which likely use the site.

Use

The site is currently greenfield land, with a primary employment area land use designation. There are current
planning approvals for employment uses on the site, however the site remains undeveloped at the current time.

The western field is species rich suggesting it has been grazed in the past.

Potential
There is scope for changes to management of wet grassland to the west of the site which improve species diversity.

The site has potential to be used as an educational and research asset for the council.

Aesthetic Appeal
The site comprises a large area of open green space, providing far reaching views and has aesthetic appeal.

SINC Conclusion
Reedbed habitats within the site are in favourable condition, and should remain part of the Erith
Marshes Metropolitan SINC (shown as purple hatching within accompanying map).

Reed bed habitats are of value to a number of notable species, and the section which bisects the site is a notable
example of this habitat within the borough.

Grassland habitats in the west of the site is considered to be SINC quality and is suitable for inclusion
into the Erith Marshes Metropoliton SINC (refer to blue hatching within accompanying mapping).

Grassland habitats to the west are in good condition and similar to habitats found within the adjacent Erith Marshes
Metropolitan SINC. These habitats support the function of the current designation and are of high ecological value.

Grassland to the east was noted as rank, of lower quality and not a notable example within the
borough. Therefore grassland to the east is not suited for inclusion into the Erith Marshes Metropolitan
SINC.

Ecological Constraints and Opportunities
High value habitats shown in green include:

¢ Reedbed habitats which are suitable to support watervole, amphibians, breeding wetland birds and commuting
reptiles (such as grass snake);

e Species-rich semi-improved grassland / wet grassland habitats to the west which are suitable to support
reptiles (including grass snake, slow worm and common lizard), invertebrates, amphibians and a number of
declining bird species (including linnet).

Medium value habitats (shown in orange include):

e Rank grassland to the east suitable to support reptiles (including grass snake, slow worm and common lizard)
and a number of declining bird species.

However, it should be noted that the eastern grasslands also support the function of the SINC and the notable
species it supports.

Grassland habitats have potential for enhancement through appropriate mowing management which may increase
species diversity on site.

Habitat on site is suitable to support reptiles
and important woodland edge breeding bird communities.

SINC Survey Criteria

Representation

Areas of species-rich semi-improved neutral grassland are small and are in declining condition (likely through poor
management and succession to bramble scrub). These habitats do not represent a notable example within the
borough.

Habitat Rarity
The site supports species rich grasslands which are scarce within the borough.

Species Rarity

Diverse plant communities were noted within the site, including yellow vetchling and pyramidal orchid for which the
adjacent SINC is designated.

The site is suitable for notable species of birds which are known to use the adjacent SINC, including yellowhammer
and cuckoo.

Habitat Richness
The site includes dense scrub, scattered trees, tall ruderal and semi-improved neutral grassland habitats which is
considered to represent a rich variety of habitats

Species Richness
Grassland habitats on site were noted as species rich.

The rich diversity of habitats found on site likely benefits rich diversity of species, including widespread and common
birds, reptiles and a rich assemblage of invertebrates.

Size

The site is 0.66ha which is not notable. However, the site is considered for inclusion into the adjacent SINC and the
addition would act to increase the overall ecological value of the SINC.

Important Populations of Species

Semi-improved grassland habitats onsite support important plant communities, including orchids, which are notable
within the borough.

Ancient Character
This criteria is not relevant to the site.

Recreatability
Species rich grasslands are relatively difficult to recreate and rely on low-fertility soils.

Typical Urban Character

The site is situated on a former railway yard and is adjacent to the artificial walls of the River Cray. The soil
substrate includes old rubble and earth works which support diverse range of flora and fauna. This is reflective of the
former industrial nature of the site.

Cultural or Historic Character

This criteria is not relevant to the site.

Geographic Position
The site lies east of Crayford Rough Metropolitan SINC. Crayford River bounds the north of the site.

Access
The site is publicly accessible through the adjacent Crayford Rough SINC. There is no access to the north.

Use

The site is currently used by the public for the enjoyment of nature and dog walking. The site has limited amenity
use due to the rough grassland and scrub habitats it supports.

Potential

Grassland habitats on site are in decline through scrub succession, appropriate management of these habitats would
limit scrub succession. This may result in an increase of species diversity within the sward.

Aesthetic Appeal

The site supports attractive grassland habitats, adjacent to running water, and is of high aesthetic appeal to users.

SINC Conclusion

Habitats on site are considered to be similar quality to those within Crayford Rough Metropolitan SINC
boundary and is suitable for inclusion as a Borough Metropolitan SINC boundary (shown as purple
hatching within accompanying mapping).

Habitats on site are similar to those of the adjacent Crayford Rough Metropolitan SINC and likely contribute towards
the functionality and favourable status of this site. Essentially the site forms an ecological continuation of the SINC
and habitats on site are likely to support populations of notable plant species, birds and reptiles.

Ecological Constraints and Opportunities
The site supports the following high value habitats, shown in green:

¢ A mosaic of species-rich semi improved grassland, dense scrub and scattered scrub with the potential to
support notable plant communities (including orchids and yellow vetchling), reptiles, bats and notable bird
species (including yellowhammer and cuckoo).

It should be noted that the diverse botanical communities found within the site are at risk being lost to scrub
encroachment in the absence of management. Appropriate management of these habitats would limit scrub
succession, in accordance with the management of the wider Crayford Rough Metropolitan SINC.

Representation

The site comprises majority amenity grassland which is frequently mown and of low ecological value. Habitats on site
are common and widespread across the borough and the site does not support notable examples of these.

Habitat Rarity
The site does not support habitats of principle importance.

Species Rarity
The habitats present are not suitable to support notable species.

Habitat Richness

The site includes amenity grassland and dense scrub habitats only. This does not represent a rich diversity of
habitats.

Species Richness

Dense scrub habitat along the east of the site was noted to be species rich.
Size

The site is 2.34ha which is a notable area of land within the borough.

Important Populations of Species
Habitats on site are not suitable in their extent of quality to support important populations of species.

Ancient Character
This criteria is not relevant to the site.

Recreatability
Habitats on site are common, widespread and easily created.

Typical Urban Character
This criteria is not relevant to the site.

Geographic Position
The site is bound by Perry Street Farm to the west and dense urban development to the north, east and south.

Access
The site currently supports full public access.

Use

The site is used by dog walkers and for its amenity value. Use of the site is likely limited to residents in the vicinity
of the park and is of limited value to residents of the wider borough.

Potential

There is potential to increase ecological connectivity across the west boundary of the site through the planting of a
species-rich hedgerow with trees.

Aesthetic Appeal

The site provides good views across the open greenspace of the adjacent Perry Street Farm SINC. The site itself has
limited aesthetic appeal, primarily limited to residents whose gardens back onto the dense scrub habitat bordering
the west of the site.

SINC Conclusion
The site is not considered to be of SINC quality.

Assessment found the site supported common and widespread habitats. However, it is recognised that the site
holds some value for local residents in the close vicinity of the site. Inclusion of the site with the adjoining Perry
Street Farm SINC would not benefit the status of the adjoining SINC, which supports a richer assemblage of
habitats and species.

Ecological Constraints and Opportunities
The site supported the following habitats of medium value (shown as orange):

e Species-rich dense scrub habitats along the eastern boundary of the site which provides opportunities for
common and widespread birds, commuting bats and hedgehogs.

The remaining habitats within the site were of low value (shown in red), comprising amenity grassland affording
limited opportunities for wildlife.

There is potential to increase ecological connectivity across the west boundary of the site through the planting of a
species-rich hedgerow with trees. This will increase opportunities for wildlife commuting through the site, including
hedgehogs and bats.

Grassland on site was noted as herb rich and a relaxation of the current mowing regime would potentially provide
invertebrates with additional ecological opportunities.

SINC Survey Criteria

Representation

The majority of habitat on site was arable, which is common, widespread and of low ecological value. Typical
features of arable land which increase the ecological value (including field margins, water courses or species-rich
hedgerows with trees) were not present. However, the site was bound by woodland and treelines, which provided
some additional ecological interest. Despite this, the site was not considered to be a notable example of arable land
of benefit for nature conservation.

Habitat Rarity
The site does not support arable habitats of principle importance, such as arable field margins.

Species Rarity

The site itself likely does not support notable assemblages of species, however woodland edge habitat at the
perimeter of the site may provide opportunities for stag beetle.

The dark corridor provided through woodland edge habitat is suitable to support commuting bats.

Habitat Richness

The site is predominantly arable agricultural land, treelines and species poor tall ruderal only. This does not
represent a rich diversity of habitats.

Species Richness

The site comprises majority agricultural land of limited potential to support a diverse range of species.

Size

The site is 6.38ha which is a notable area of land within the borough, with potential to support a wide range of
habitats.

Important Populations of Species
Habitats on site are of low ecological value and are unlikely to support important populations.

Ancient Character
This criteria is not relevant to the site.

The site is currently in use as arable land and is leased by the Council. It is likely to used by local residents for dog
walking.

Potential

The site comprises a large area of land of low ecological value and provides opportunity for ecological gains through
change of management, including hedge planting and establishment of field margins.

Aesthetic Appeal

The large open space offers far reaching views and has aesthetic value to local residents. However, due to the
agricultural use of the land and the restricted access, this appeal is limited.

SINC Conclusion
The site is not considered to be of SINC quality.

It is recognised the site is valued by local residents for its aesthetic appeal. However, despite being notable in size,
the site is of limited ecological value to the wider borough and comprises highly disturbed agricultural habitats.

Ecological Constraints and Opportunities
Arable habitats on site were of low ecological value (shown as red) and unsuitable to support notable species.

Treelines at the periphery of the site may be of importance to wildlife (including bats, badger and hedgehog)
commuting through the landscape. However, these were not included within the site boundary.

The site supports arable land which has potential to be managed for the benefit of wildlife. There is potential for
species rich hedge planting and development of species rich field margins around the site periphery. These habitats
are high value habitats of principle importance and are of value to bats, birds of prey, badgers and hedgehogs.

SINC Survey Criteria

Representation

A large proportion of the site comprised standing water habitat, known as ‘Cypry Angel Pool’. The pool was created
in 2017 as a fishing lake. The lake supports fragmented stands of marginal vegetation, including reedbed, of high
ecological value and a habitat of principle importance. Open water habitat is scarce within the borough and due to
the size of the habitat it is considered a notable example.

Habitat in the north and east of the site were common, widespread and species-poor examples, the site is not
considered notable within the borough.

Habitat Rarity
The site supports pond and reedbed habitat of principle importance.

Species Rarity

Open waterbody habitats on site are recently created. However, there is potential for these habitats to support
notable species (the likelihood of which will increase as habitat matures), including;

e Foraging bats;

¢ Freshwater invertebrates;
e Wetland birds; and

e Amphibians and reptiles.

There were unlit tree lines at the periphery of the site suitable to support wildlife commuting through the site,
including bats.

Habitat Richness

It is considered that open water habitat and lake side vegetation to the north is of Borough Grade I1
SINC quality and is suitable for inclusion into the adjoining Normans' Wood and Tile Kiln Lane SINC
(shown as purple hatching on accompanying mapping). Due to the comparatively reduced ecological value,
land to the east does not merit inclusion into the SINC designation in its current condition.

Despite its recent creation, habitats on site are of notable ecological value which will likely increase as the habitats
mature. The site is a good example of pond habitat which is scarce within the borough, and includes marginal
reedbed, a habitat of principle importance.

SINC Survey Criteria

Representation

The site comprises a small area of broadleaved semi-natural woodland with an open structure, this habitat type is
important within the borough.

Habitat Rarity
The site supports broadleaved woodland which is a habitat of principle importance.

Species Rarity

Pendulous sedge was recorded within the site, which is noted as an Ancient Woodland Indicator Species (AWIS)
relevant to the south east.

Habitats on site have the potential to support nesting song thrush, a species of principal importance and red listed
bird of conservation concern.

The site provides a dark corridor along the railway suitable to support commuting wildlife, including bats.

Habitat Richness
The site was comprised almost entirely of woodland, therefore represents a limited range of habitats.

Species Richness
The woodland canopy was noted as species rich, however with a species poor ground flora.

Size
Considered outside of the context of the SINC designation the site is not of a notable size.

The Sidcup Lane Railsides SINC forms a thin corridor of vegetation running along the railside. The site comprises a
small proportion the total area of the SINC. However, it forms one of the widest areas along the length of the
designation.

Due to its increased width, the site likely supports a more diverse assemblage of species in comparison to the rest of
the SINC and likely acts as an ecological stepping stone for species using the railside cutting to disperse across the
borough. Within the context of the current SINC designation, the width of the site is considered to provide a notable
contribution towards the ecological functionality of the designation.
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Important Populations of Species

Although it is recognised that song thrush may use the site to nest, the site is not large enough to support notable
populations of this species or important assemblages of bird species.

The site likely does not support important populations of other species.

Ancient Character

Pendulous sedge was recorded on site, an AWIS. No other AWIS relevant to the south east were found, and the site
is not considered to have ancient character.

Recreatability

Woodland habitat found on site can be recreated in the long term through tree planting. However due to the time
taken for woodland to establish, any newly created woodland would take considerable time to reach equivalent
ecological value.

Additionally, the position of the site along the railway cutting provides added value for contributing towards
ecological connectivity, which if removed or significantly impacted cannot be recreated offsite and would present a
permanent loss of habitat connectivity.

Typical Urban Character

The site forms part of the Sidcup Lane Railsides SINC and was likely to have been disturbed historically during the
construction of the railway. Proximity to the railway has resulted in minimal disturbance to the site, allowing mature
vegetation to form within the site.

Cultural or Historic Character

The site is of limited cultural or historic character.

Geographic Position

The site forms part of the railway cutting which is designated as a SINC and is part of a Strategic Rail Corridor (SRC)
No.08 as identified by Bexley council. SCR No.08 connects a number of important SINCs from New Eltham Station in
the Local Borough of Greenwich through to Slade Green where it adjoins a number of other SCRs.

Access

The site is not publicly accessible.

Use
The site has no current use, resulting in low levels of disturbance and which is likely to be of benefit to wildlife.

Potential

It is recognised that there is potential to introduce a wider diversity of habitats within the area through woodland
management. However, given the small size of the site and the presence of high value woodland habitat, there is
limited scope for these potential enhancements to be of major benefit unless properly managed through appropriate
funding.

Due to the proximity to local Schools there is potential for the site to be used as an educational resource in the
future.

Aesthetic Appeal

The site offers local residents traveling to and from Sidcup station green views when entering the Borough, this is
reflected in the site’s current SINC designation, which states the site provides “pleasant views for train passengers”.
It is also acknowledged that the site is of some aesthetic value to local residents and provides a green buffer
between residential properties and the active railway line.

SINC Conclusion
The site is considered to be of Borough Grade 11 SINC quality (shown as blue hatching within accompanying
mapping).

The assessment found the site to support high value habitats, contributing to the provision and maintenance of
ecological connectivity across the Borough through the dark corridor of the railside. The width of the site is
considered to provide a notable contribution towards the ecological functionality of the designation, which if
significantly impacted cannot be recreated offsite and would present a permanent loss of habitat connectivity. The
site was also noted for its attractive views to rail users and screening provision.

As part of the assessment for this site evidence submitted through Local Plan Consultation was reviewed. The
evidence submitted through the Local Plan Consultation does not fully reflect the value of the habitat found during
the site visit, which as demonstrated is woodland (as per JNCC Phase One Habitat Guidance). Woodland is a habitat
of principle importance of high ecological value.

Evidence submitted provides good examples of ecological enhancements alongside proposed change of land use.
However future change of land use would need to show a demonstrable and quantifiable net gain to biodiversity
through a metric approach, in line with National Planning Policy Framework 2018.

Ecological Constraints and Opportunities

Habitats on site were of high value (shown in green) and comprised a mosaic of woodland, recently felled
woodland, tall ruderal and dense scrub providing opportunities for common and widespread birds, invertebrates and
bats).

Recent felling activities across the site have reduced the ecological value of this particular section of the SINC, but
not to the extent that it notably diminishes its current SINC value. Management should seek to maintain the
favourable status of the current SINC designation, which could include additional tree planting and woodland
management.

Representation

The relatively species rich and undisturbed grassland habitats within the ecology area is a notable example within
the borough.

The woodland habitats around the periphery are for the most part relatively species poor, but structurally diverse
(with the exception of woodland to the west, which was noted as species rich). Woodland forms a notable area of
woodland within the locality.

Habitat Rarity

The site supports grassland and woodland habitats of principle importance.

Species Rarity

The woodland habitats on site have the potential to support notable plant species, including knotted hedge-parsley
and wood forget-me-not.

The site has the potential to support notable faunal species including:

¢ Birds of conservation concern including house sparrow, mistle thrush, song thrush, starling, spotted flycatcher,
dunnock, bullfinch, greenfinch and linnet; and

¢ Reptiles, including slow worm, common lizard and grass snake.

Habitat Richness

The site included woodland, tall ruderal, scattered scrub, dense scrub and semi-improved neutral grassland habtats
considered to represent a rich assemblage of habitats.

Species Richness

The site supported a rich assemblage of habitats which likely support a rich assemblage of invertebrates, reptiles and
birds.

Semi-improved neutral grassland and tall ruderal habitats were species rich. Woodland habitats were relatively

species poor floristically.
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Size
The site is 23.02ha in size, a large percentage of which is part of the Quarry Development. The ecology area,

comprising a majority of species rich semi-improved neutral grassland with scattered scrub is 3.25ha in size, which
is considered a notable area of habitat suitable to support viable populations of notable species, such as slow worm.

The site also supports 3.25ha of woodland, which forms a ring within the east and south boundaries of the site. The
area of woodland is notable, however is thin.

Important Populations of Species

The citation identifies notable populations of notable species, including house sparrow, song thrush and slow worm.
Habitats on site are suitable to support these species.

Ancient Character

This criterion is not relevant to the site.

Recreatability

Species rich grasslands are relatively easy to recreate, but grasslands subjected to long standing management often
support rare and notable species and cannot be replicated because they typically rely on the low-fertility soils and
long standing historic management regimes.

Semi-natural woodland habitat cannot be recreated, requiring several decades to mature and develop an equivalent
value.

Tall ruderal habitats are common, widespread and easily recreated.

Typical Urban Character

The site is a former quarry, with extensive rubble found within the soil. The site supports rich flora communities
typical of former minerals extraction sites with low nutrient soils.

Cultural or Historic Character

The southern tip of the SINC forms part of Parish’s Pit, Erith, Locally Important Geological Site.

Geographic Position
The site is bound by urban development.

Access
The site is currently partially accessible.

An ecology area to the west has restricted access; however it is understood access will be granted through an
elevated walkway, set above the habitat.

Use

The site is currently privately owned and under development. Use of the site is currently limited due to active
construction. A number of the residential units are in use and residents use the amenity and ornamental habitats on
site.

Woodland habitats have restricted access and are not in use by the public.

Potential

Woodland around the periphery of the site is narrow in width and species poor. There is potential for additional tree
planting to increase woodland coverage around the periphery of the site, increasing species diversity of the woodland
and the ecological carrying capacity of the site.

Canopy included frequent sycamore Acer pseudoplatanus and poplar
species Populus sp. with rare hawthorn. The understory was dominant ash Fraxinus excelsior with dominant bramble
Rubus fruticosus and rare dog rose Rosa canina.

TN5: Poor semi-improved neutral grassland with scattered scrub. Towards the east of the grassland there were large
areas of sparse vegetation and bare ground (including tracks and storage areas for nearby construction).

High value woodland and species-rich semi improved neutral grassland habitats around the periphery
of the site are of Borough Grade I SINC quality. The site supports a rich mosaic of habitats, therefore an
additional ‘buffer zone’ of tall ruderal habitat, grassland and bare ground habitats should also be included within the
recommended designation boundary change, to preserve the habitat richness of the site (shown as blue hatching
with accompanying mapping).

Species rich semi-improved neutral grasslands and woodland periphery habitat are suitable to support a rich
assemblage of species. The examples on site are notable examples within the borough. These habitats are difficult
to recreate, are of a notable size and are of Borough Grade | SINC quality.

Habitat within the current construction footprint is not considered to be of SINC quality (shown as black
hatching within accompanying mapping).

The majority of the site comprises a new housing development (in various stages of construction). The construction
footprint does not support habitats of notable value and is not of SINC quality.

Ecological Constraints and Opportunities
High value habitats on site (shown as green) include:

® Species rich semi-improved neutral grasslands; and
e Woodland periphery habitat.

These habitats are suitable to support reptiles (including slow worm, common lizard and grass snake), amphibians,
a rich assemblage of invertebrates and notable birds (including house sparrow, mistle thrush, song thrush, starling,
spotted flycatcher, dunnock, bullfinch, greenfinch and linnet) and provide suitable opportunities for wildlife
travelling through the site, including badger, birds and bats.

Tall ruderal habitats adjacent to woodland habitat were noted as species rich, however are of limited ecological
value in isolation (shown as orange in the accompanying mapping). However, these habitats form part of a rich
mosaic of habitats found on site and likely contribute to the rich assemblage of invertebrates likely found on site.

It should be noted that grassland habitats on site are at risk of being lost to scrub encroachment. Therefore,
appropriate management of these habitats would limit scrub succession. It is recognised there is potential to
increase the value of woodland habitat through additional tree planting along the woodland edge, to increase the
width of woodland habitat and increase the ecological carrying capacity of the woodland.

Amenity grassland to the west of the site is mown regularly and is of low ecological value (shown as red) providing

limited opportunities for wildlife.

Recommendations

SINC Conclusions

The central woodland within the site is considered to be of Borough Grade 11 SINC quality (shown as
yellow hatching on the recommendations mapping).

The woodland habitat on site forms a notable area of railside habitat. This habitat was noted as species rich and
structurally diverse. Habitats were of low recreatability and the position of the site along the railway cutting
provides added value of connectivity, this connectivity is site specific and cannot be recreated offsite.

Linear treelines and dense scrub to the north and south of the central woodland are not considered to
be of SINC quality.

These habitats are comparatively species poor in composition and in places comprise non-native species such as
leylandii and are therefore not suitable for SINC selection.

Ecological Constraints and Opportunities

The site supports species rich woodland of high value (shown as green). The undisturbed nature of the woodland is
of benefit to wildlife and the site is suitable to support notable populations of breeding birds, bats and
invertebrates.

Linear treelines and dense scrub to the north and south of the central woodland (shown in orange in accompanying
mapping) are relatively species poor, and in places comprise non-native species such as leylandii. However, it is
recognised that these do function as an important wildlife corridor for wildlife commuting across the borough
(including bats).

Due to the topography, position and small size of the site active woodland management is not recommended.
However, there is potential to introduce bat and bird boxes on site which would increase usage of the site by these
target species.
